	Clarifications related to SPECIAL CONDITIONS

    Q1. Please confirm that the contract for lot 1 and 2 is exempt from VAT, if goods are manufactured locally, as specified in “Article 16 Tax and customs arrangements, 16.1- For supplies manufactured locally, all domestic fiscal charges applicable to their manufacture, including VAT, shall be excluded.”

   Q2. If goods delivered under this contract are exempt from VAT, how does the manufacturer recover the VAT paid for subcomponents or raw materials purchased for the purpose of manufacturing the said goods in lot 1 and 2?
	Clarifications related to SPECIAL CONDITIONS

    A1. Article 16 was modified appropriate with the tax rules eleigible in Romania, therefore  exemption from tax and VAT is not applicable. 



    A2. Due to the fact that there will not be any exemption from VAT and taxes, no VAT recovery is taken in consideration.


	Clarifications related to TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
Q3. Canoes do not usually have a water plug. Please confirm that this request is NOT mandatory.
Q4. Life-jackets are mandatory for both canoes and catamaran. Also, kids require special size life-jackets. We suggest to introduce a mandatory request for a lot of 40 “adult size life-jackets” and 30 “kids size life-jackets” in total for both - Lot.1 and Lot.2 together. This way the operator can compensate between the canoes and catamaran and supply the correct size life-jacket to the users.
Q5. Instead of having 2 separate trailers for canoes and catamaran, we suggest one trailer for the catamaran plus 2 removable racks for 6 canoes. This configuration will allow transport of either 6 canoes or one catamaran. As the catamaran will probably stay on the water for the entire season, the only need for transportation is for the canoes then, during the winter the canoes will be stored on the racks and the catamaran on the trailer. This way the cost for insurance, registration and maintenance of the trailers incurred annually by the CA will be reduced by half, plus the reduced acquisition price, warehouse and logistic.

    A3. We confirm that the WATER PLUG is not mandatory.


    A4. We took in consideration your explanation and we concurred to the following modifications:
· 20 “adult size life-jackets” and 15 “kids size life-jackets” in total for both – Lot 1 “Catamaran”
· 20 “adult size life-jackets” and 15 “kids size life-jackets” in total for both – Lot 2 “Canoes”


    A5. Due to this explanation, we consider to make the following changes:
· One trailer for the catamaran – Lot 1 “Catamaran”
· 2 removable racks for 6 canoes – Lot 2 “Canoes”








	Clarifications related to SELLECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA
Q6. As the catamaran is designed to be used in area of navigation Class D – Protected Waters and, since the EU watercraft Directive 2013/53/EU does NOT require a Certificate of Recognition of seaworthiness for vessels in this category, a Declaration of Conformity from the boat manufacturer being the only requirement by law in that regard.
Given the above, we believe the following selection criteria creates an unfair competition in favor of large shipyards and disfavors small local boat builders.
       For Lot 01 has a professional certificate appropriate to this contract, such as valid certificate of recognition issued to the manufacturer by the Ministry of Construction, Transport and Infrastructure - Authority for determination of seaworthiness.
