A.Economic and financial capacity of candidate: 

• The average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years (2015, 2016, 2017) must be at least same or higher than tenderer financial offer for this contract

• Tenderer should have positive net profit in 2017, 2016 and 2015 In case of consortia this criteria applies for all members of consortia.
• Tenderer should not have blocked bank account (because insolvency) for more than 24 hours in 2017. In case of consortia this criteria applies for all members of consortia.

The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned.
•    Tenderer have ISO 9001 series standard in construction or equivalent implemented in business operation. In case of consortia this should apply for Lead Partner.
An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tenderer relies mostly on the capacity of other entities or when it relies on key criteria. If the tenderer relies on other entities, it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary to perform the contract, for example by producing an undertaking on the part of those entities to place resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the tender should include a separate document providing data on this third entity for the relevant selection criterion. This means that the project the tenderer refers to could have been started/implemented/completed at any time during the indicated period but it does not necessarily have to be started and completed during that period, nor implemented during the entire period.
        •  Tenderer have ISO 9001 series standard in construction or equivalent implemented in business operation. In case of consortia this should apply for Lead Partner.
An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them.  Point no. 1 : Article 47 Retention monies

The sum to be retained from interim payments to guarantee implementation of the Contractor's obligations during the maintenance period is specified as 10% of each instalment
