The Instruction to Tenderers is corrected or modified as follow:

Point n°: 12.1, All tenders must comprise the following information and duly completed documents: 
Instead of: Proof documents, declarations and undertakings according to clauses 3.1-3.6 above. These documents should cover all members of a joint venture/consortium and all subcontractors as specified.
Read: Proof documents, declarations and undertakings according to clauses 3.1-3.4 above. These documents should cover all members of a joint venture/consortium and all subcontractors as specified.
Point n°: 12.1. Text referring to the Rule of Origin

Instead of: Unless otherwise provided in the contract, all goods purchased under the contract must originate in a Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory of the regions covered and/or authorised by the specific instruments applicable to the programme specified in clause 3.1 above. However, they may originate from any country when the amount value of the supplies and materials to be purchased is below 100,000 euros.] For these purposes, ‘origin’ means the place where the goods are mined, grown, produced or manufactured and/or from which services are provided. The origin of the goods must be determined according to the relevant international agreements (notably WTO agreements), which are reflected in EU legislation on rules of origin for customs purposes: the Customs Code (Council Regulation (EEC) No 2913/92) in particular its Articles 22 to 26 thereof, and the Code's implementing provisions (Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93.

Tenderers must provide an undertaking signed by their representative certifying compliance with this requirement. For more details, see point 2.3.1 Practical Guide.
Read: According to Instruction for Beneficiaries of the Interreg IPA CBC Programme Romania - Serbia issued by Managing Authority of the Programme and taking into account the provisions of art.1 of the Financing agreement between the European Commission and the Governments of the Republic of Serbia and Romania as modified on 4th of September 2019, all natural persons or all legal persons from any country can participate in this public procurement procedure, and all goods can originate from any country.
All other terms and conditions of the Instruction to Tenderers remain unchanged. The above alterations and /or corrections to the contract notice are integral part of the contract notice.
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
